One credit normally equates to one hour of teaching per week, over 13
teaching weeks in a semester

Medium of Instruction Most but not all classes are taught in English. Exchange students are
strongly advised to pay attention to the medium of instruction.

Attendance All students, including exchange students, are expected to attend all
Requirements scheduled classes and activities.

Failure to attend a course does not automatically result in the course
being dropped. Students who are reported for prolonged absence in a
course without permission will be accorded a grade F (Fail) for the

Minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale OR equivalent. First-year
students are normally NOT eligible.

English Proficiency for

Non-native English speakers need to fulfill ONE of the following
language requirements:

TOEFL Internet-based: 80

IELTS Academic Overall Band: 6

Home Institution = A letter/signed declaration from the home
institution’s International Office certifying

Nomination Process

Interested students must be nominated by the home institution.
Completed nomination form should be sent to GAO at
inbound@eduhk.hk by the nomination deadline.

Student data will then be imported to the application platform named
Global Engagement Management System (GEMS) after nomination.

Application Deadline

Application Process

Applicants are REQUIRED to complete the application online and submit
the following documents to EQUHK via GEMS or mailing as appropriate
before the deadline stipulated.

-A scanned copy of official transcript

-A scanned copy of TOEFL/IELTS scoresheet or English Proficiency

Student Visa
Application

Applicants shall download the application form from the Hong Kong
Immigration Department and submit the ORIGINAL visa application with
photocopies of all necessary supporting documents to GAO by courier
before the application deadline stipulated.
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It normally takes around 6 weeks to process a visa application. The visa
label will be issued in the electronic version. Once we receive the visa
label in e-version, it will be delivered to the applicant by email.

Insurance Exchange students must arrange travel and health insurance covering
the entire period of stay in Hong Kong. Insurance should cover (but not
limited to) travel, personal accident, medical expenses (accident and
non-accident), hospitalisation and emergency evacuation/repatriation.

In view of the development of COVID-19, coronavirus disease and
related medical costs should also be covered by the insurance plan.

There is no requirement on the amount of insurance coverage. This will

depend on individual needs. Exchange students are required to show
proof of coverage prior to arrival/registration.

On-campus EdUHK has four on-campus residential hostels offering two types of
accommodation living quarters, exchange students are guaranteed a place in these
hostels.
