Guidelines letter of motivation (study abroad)
As there are limited places per partner university, we want to send the right student to the right partner institution. Therefore, we ask you to motivate your choice of host university in a letter of motivation. You are allowed to choose up to four universities (recommended). Choosing less than four universities will not increase your chances of going to your top choices.
In the letter of motivation we ask you for your personal interest in the universities of your first choice mainly, you can also explain your other choices. Your letter (max. 1,5 A4) should include the following elements: 
· Brief introduction: who are you, what do you study and where do you want to go abroad? (max. 50 words)
· General motivation study abroad: what personal and academic advantages do you envisage by participating in a study abroad experience? (max. 150 words)
· Motivation first choice: why do you want to go to this university? Name at least three courses you would like to follow and explain why you want to follow these courses. We would like to read that you have looked up information on your host university and that you know for what kind of university you are applying. (max. 250 words)
· Motivation second/third/fourth why do you want to go to this university? Name at least two courses you would like to follow and briefly explain why you want to follow these courses. (max. 150 words each)
Your letter of motivation will be reviewed by International Office Arts and the Student Exchange officers at central level. You can write the letter of motivation in Dutch or English. Please name your motivation letter using this format: Surname_Firstname_Motivation and attach it as a PDF file in your Osiris application.
